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NCYC Informational Meeting 

1) What is NCYC?
· 3-day experience for Catholic teens that includes keynotes, workshops, liturgy, reconciliation, prayer and worship, exhibits and other special activities.  

· NCYC offers high school students and their adult chaperones multiple opportunities to interact and learn more about our Catholic faith. From general sessions to workshops to occasions to be of service and participate in the sacraments to the chance to dance or play basketball, NCYC attempts to engage the head, heart, and hands of all participants. 

2) When/Where/How

· WHEN: Arrival into Indy: Thursday afternoon, Nov. 18 (*your student will miss Thursday and Friday of School) from Ascension at 12:30 
Departure from Indy: Sunday morning, Nov. 21 (home before noon on Sunday)

· WHERE: The Indiana Convention Center and Lucas Oil Stadium

· HOW: We will travel with participants from all over the Archdiocese – 350take a charter bus and be transported by that bus to and from Lucas Oil

3) What do you need to be registered?

· Friday, September 25, 2021 by 11:30pm is the cut off.  We cannot guarantee you a spot after that because we have to turn in all the information to the Archdiocese.  
· $100 deposit by September 25th 
4) How much does it cost?
· $475 This cost covers the conference registration fee, housing, continental breakfast at the hotel (Friday, Saturday, and Sunday mornings), transportation (via charter bus), and scarf. The cost is the same for youth and adult chaperones.  Fundraising will help to offset the cost of the trip! 

· Incarnation will pay the balance of the trip to the Archdiocese on October 1, but we will need to collect the balance from you by the end of December.
· Anyone who drops after September 25 will need to pay the balance unless a substitute can be found.

· My hope is that that your final payment (due at the end of December) would be $200-$270 which would include money for meals and trading items. So the total out of pocket cost would be $300-$375
· Incarnation has budgeted money for NCYC; each person that registers by September 25th will receive $100 towards their “final cost due.”  The total is $475.  You pay $100 (deposit), Incarnation pays $100.  Your new total is now $275 that you need to either pay off or fundraise.
5) What about fundraising?

· Ideas from me/what’s worked in the past: 

· T-shirt sponsors: We will have t-shirts to NCYC.  The idea is that a company pays amount $25, $50, or $100 to be advertised ($25 name of the company, $50 name and two lines (phone number, etc), $100 you get your logo).  If everyone could get 1 or 2 sponsors we’d be set (.  If everyone does a good job we won’t need to pay for t-shirts at ALL!

Proposed time to have sponsors by: November 1st 
· Rent-A Teen: Parishioners can call me and they can “rent” you out to do something around their house (grass cutting, leaf raking, weeding, painting, babysitting, etc.) and then they give you a donation for our trip.
Proposed Month: ongoing
· Babysitting Night Out: We babysit kids for a night at Incarnation while parents go out on a date and take donations!
